Two part questions

1. Simon invested $700 at 4.2%/a compounded semi-annually for three years.  He then deposited another $800 in the same account.  How much did he have six years after this deposit?

2. Eleanor deposited $300 at 4.5%/a compounded annually for 2 years.  The interest rate then changed to 4.8%/a compounded annually.  How much did she have 5 years after the switch?

3. Tyrone deposited $750 at 3.2%/a compounded quarterly.  After 4 years, the compounding frequency changed to semi-annually.  How much did he have 6 years after the switch?

4. Eileen deposited $600 at 4.8%/a compounded monthly.  After 5 years, she deposited another $700.  How much did she have 2 years after the switch?
